Minutes of The Regular Meeting-Amended
November 10, 2025 @ 7:00 P.M.


Council met in Regular session with Lora Lyons, Jason Hower, Allen Wobler, Nancy Speice, Jennifer Zartman, and Priscilla Kadolph present.
     
Guests Present:  Fire Chief Hefner and EMS Coordinator Lyons
 	
The Minutes from the October 27, 2025 meeting were read.  Councilman Hower made a motion to approve the minutes.  Councilwoman Zartman second.  Councilman Wobler voted yes. Councilwomen Speice and Kadolph voted yes. Motion passed.

EMS:  EMS Coordinator Lyons was present and reported the following to Council:

1. There are 7 runs reported for this month with no runs being missed.
2. Kelly Conner has reapplied for daytime staffing, and she has worked for Payne EMS before. Councilman Wobler motioned to approve her application for hire. Councilwoman Kadolph second the motion. Councilman Hower voted yes. Councilwomen Zartman and Speice voted yes. Motion passed.
3. Dyson Scott was awarded a scholarship to attend nursing school. However, he decided to go with the EMT route, so the scholarship funds are going to be available to the village for reimbursement for his training. Councilwoman Kadolph motioned to approve the incoming funds. Councilwoman Zartman second the motion. Councilwoman Speice voted yes. Councilmen Hower and Wobler voted yes. Motion passed.
4. Brant Heck passed his EMT test. The Village owes him his $250 bonus for passing.
5. Mallory Mansfield and Dyson Scott will be applying to test soon.
6. Lucy Stoller has put in her resignation as she is moving away. Councilwoman Zartman motioned to approve. Councilwoman Kadolph second the motion. Councilmen Hower and Wobler motioned to approve. Councilwoman Speice motioned to approve. Motion passed.

Fire Department:  Chief Hefner was present and reported to Council: 

1. There has been 2 runs for the month.
2. The price for the Jaws has gone up, and the Village needs $19,000 left to raise. The BWC Grant and PCAF Grant have both been submitted to hopefully get some more funding for the jaws.
3. Chief Hefner informed council that pump tests are happening this month.

Police Department:  Police Chief Miller was not present and Mayor Lyons presented to council:

1. Police Chief Miller is not required to take FMLA unless sick time runs out while he is on medical leave.
2. Police Chief Miller is expecting to take sick time during November, vacation time in December, remaining sick time in January and February, and looking into retiring at the end of February.

Street:  Nothing was reported to council.

Zoning:  Zoning Inspector Sinn was not present.   Mayor Lyons reported the following to Council:

1. Zoning has approved the Chicken Ordinance, and it is going to the Board of Appeals.

Committee Reports:  

1. There is a meeting on November 14th at Noon with Kleinfelder for an update on the Water Plant.
2. The budget meeting is scheduled for November 15th at 10:00 AM. Council needs to think of upcoming projects they would like to see done.
3. There is an Ohio Grants Summit on December 9th from 9 AM to 12 PM online.
4. The budget meeting for Fire and EMS is scheduled for December 13th at 10 AM.

Correspondence Letters/Community Events:

1. There is a Property Tax Informational Meeting on November 17th at 6:30 PM at the OSU Extension building.
2. The Jolly Jamboree is scheduled for December 6th.
3. There will be a Mrs. Claus Workshop on December 7th at the Nazarene Church.

Old Business:

1. Carryall Trucking had 1,300 tires turned in during their opening day special. They are working on getting the tires out as soon as possible.
2. Kara Whitman is buying a 7-8 feet Christmas Tree in Honor of Ron Etzler that they will plant in the spring at Buckeye Park.
3. The signs for the park benches just purchased will be cast aluminum. Mayor Lyons is currently waiting on two families to approve the sign wording.
4. During the STRS & TAPS pre-construction meeting, the design and next steps were discussed along with reapplying for Main Street TAPS and adjusting to do just sidewalks.
5. The weathered wood benches and trash cans were delivered on November 10th.
6. There were 6 trees planted on Merrin and Oak Street for the tree replacement project.
7. Letters have been sent to Townline and Orchard Street residents to close out the projects.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Jen Zartman and Jason Miller were voted in to the 2026 council. Priscilla Kadolph is wishing to return. Bob Burkley and Allen Wobler are also interested in council or BPA.
2. Mayor Lyons brought to council an Annexation Ordinance 2025-10. The address on the ordinance was incorrect, so it needed corrected and brought to the solicitor’s attention for review again before voting and signing.
3. The Village currently uses Miller Textiles for rugs at the water plant. Cintas gave an estimate that is $3.55 cheaper per month. Millers has already increased their rates 4 times this year with a total $10 increase. Council would like Cintas to do an estimate to include the village hall with rugs as well.
4. Councilwoman Zartman informed council that the board members at Mercer gas are on board with letting the Village use their tanks for fuel. The fuel department says it isn’t currently state certified. They would need to be certified for the village to use their fuel. Councilwoman Zartman is going to look into purchasing a tank with fuel that has an agitator, and Mercer would put all of the additives in the gas to keep the fuel good. 
5. Tree Ordinance 2025-8 was discussed with Council. 
· Establishes Urban Forestry Regulations for trees on public property and in rights-of-way.
· Defines terms and responsibilities for property owners regarding tree maintenance and hazards.
· Authorizes the Mayor or their Agent to regulate tree planting, pruning, and removal.
· Requires permits for tree work (planting, pruning, removal, treatment) on public property.
· Sets standards for spacing, distances, and tree types to protect infrastructure and safety.
· Prohibits unauthorized cutting, topping, or damaging of public trees.
· Allows the Village to remove hazardous trees and assess costs to property owners when necessary.
· Establishes penalties for violations, including fines and restitution.
· Grants rulemaking authority to the mayor (with Council approval) for ongoing management.
· Declares an emergency for immediate protection of public health, safety, and welfare—effective upon passage.
Councilman Wobler motioned to suspend any previous tree ordinance. Councilwoman Kadolph second the motion. Councilman Hower voted yes. Councilwomen Speice and Zartman voted yes. Motion passed.
Councilman Hower motioned to approve Ordinance 2025-8. Councilman Wobler second the motion. Councilwomen Speice, Zartman, and Kadolph voted yes. Motion passed.
6. The Chamber wants to partner with the Village for the signs at the Payne Park. Mayor Lyons reached out to Rock Engraving (Sinn’s), and they do not have any boulders on hand at this time. They suggested reaching out to Eric Baughman. Councilwoman Zartman informed Council that there is one at Dooley’s. Mayor Lyons needs to contact them to see if the Village can have it.
7. Solicitor Salary Ordinance 2025-9 was reviewed. Council agreed to have the solicitor as a vendor, instead of an employee through the Village. Councilwoman Zartman motioned to suspend the previous Solicitor Ordinance. Councilwoman Kadolph second the motion. Councilwoman Speice voted yes. Councilmen Hower and Wobler voted yes. Motion passed. Councilman Wobler motioned to approve Salary Ordinance 2025-9. Councilman Hower second the motion. Councilwomen Speice, Zartman, and Kadolph motioned yes. Motion passed.

BPA:  Mayor Lyons reported to council:

1. Bowman (Youngs Addition) was discussed for the water and sewer lines that need put in.
· AEP is working on laying lines
· Ohio Gas will do the line when the road is complete
· Bowman is wanting to change the legal description of the addition. He is wanting the name to be Evergreen Acres, and he wants the road name to be changed to Hemlock Lane. However, Councilwoman Speice informed council that it isn’t allowed because the name is in all of the documentation for the addition. It has to stay the same.
· The survey has started.
· Sewer/Sanitary – storm runoff. Councilwoman Zartman motioned to approve. Councilwoman Kadolph second the motion. Councilmen Hower and Wobler voted yes. Councilwoman Speice voted yes. Motion passed.
· Council is rescending approval of estimate for the storm runoff as of 12/29/25.
· Water Line – Council discussed Bowman and Dangler estimates for placing the waterlines. Council and the BPA also discussed whether or not the TAP fees would be charged at the time of placing the lines or when homes are being built.
2. The Townline project has been completed.

Councilman Hower motioned to approve the payment of bills presented. Councilwoman Kadolph second the motion. All voted yes. Motion passed.

With no further business, Councilman Hower moved to adjourn. Motion second by Councilman Wobler. Meeting adjourned at 8:40 P.M.
